
POINTS TO FOCUS ON WHEN PRESENTINGPRIVATE 

1.
Speak louder.

2.
Don't drop your voice at the end of a sentence. Maintain your voice tempo throughout your presentation.

3.
Don't talk to the board. Talk to the class.

4.
Use an anticipatory set.

5.
Use PP Slides, handouts or other visuals to supplement your presentation.

6.
In the initiation phase, state why the students need to know what is to be taught! (WIIFM) What's in it for me?

7.
Use proper nomenclature(terms) not thing, gizmo, whatchamacallit.

8.
Sprinkle more questions throughout the presentation.

9.
"Are there any more questions?" - Don't use this phrase.  If you do and there are none, have some questions prepared to ask.

10.
Narrow your topic to fit time frame allowed.

11.
Provide a list of new terms (key words).

12.
List key points of lesson (single terms if possible) on board, PP Slide or handout.  Review these at end of lesson.

13.
Frequently check for understanding - ask questions related to materials covered.

14.
Leave PP Slides (especially ones with terms on them) on for a longer period of time.

15.
Use PP Slides or other visual handouts when teaching technical terms.

16.
Watch out for words like "OK" and "LIKE" and "AAH".

17.
Don't lean on the podium.  Stand away from desks, podium etc.

18.
Simplify PP Slides!  Break complex pictures into simple diagrams.

19.
Write down key terms you will use in your lesson.

20.
Vary your voice tone - don't speak in a monotone
