Student Teaching Weekly Report System

1. Weekly reports must be e-mailed to your University Supervisor.

2. Reports are due promptly by 10:00 am Monday morning of each week.

3. Purpose of reports:

a. Keep University Supervisor up to date on the details of what you have done this week and what you expect to do the upcoming week.

b. Means of notifying University Supervisor of upcoming absences, invitations to visit, and any particular problem you wish to have help with, etc.

c. To determine if you can, as a student teacher, get a report in promptly when it is due?

d. To let us see how you think, write and how you express yourself.

4. Suggested types of Technology Education teaching activities on which you can report.

a. Particular lesson(s) you have taught – student reactions to the lesson(s)
b. Time and dates University Supervisor should visit you (recommended)

c. Your reaction to students and their behavior

d. Safety procedures – records used in your lab

e. Special discipline cases – how they were handled

f. Attendance of technology Education staff meetings

g. Attendance at faculty meetings

h. Attendance of P.T.O. meetings and open house events

i. Comments on curriculum in organization of the Technology Education program in the middle school or the high school

j. Construction of teaching aids

k. Organization of one area or of the lab

l. Observations on the behavior of students on different levels or grades

m. New lab activity ideas

n. New visual aids ideas

o. Professional development dates, school workshops or days off
p. Types of extra curricular activities in the school

q. Special techniques of teaching picked up from your Cooperating Teacher.
