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Purpose
The purpose of the mid-term evaluation is to provide an overall appraisal of the student teacher (ST)’s performance at the mid-semester mark. The evaluation should reflect the ST’s present level of development by providing a clear picture of the ST’s progress in relation to the ultimate performance indicators for a beginning teacher.  

Please rate progress based on end-of-semester performance expectations. Appropriate goals should be set based on the ST’s evaluation to help ensure continued growth. If you feel that progress indicates the student is moving toward the next level, you may indicate so with a “+” mark.  It is important that the teacher candidate be part of this process. We encourage the ST to self-assess his/her own progress.  
At the end of the evaluation process, it is important that the ST, cooperating teacher, and university supervisor sign the document.  Only the complete document, signed by all parties, should be sent to the Office of Field Experiences.  The final evaluation should be completed collaboratively by the university supervisor and the cooperating teacher.  As always, we recommend that final grades are shared with the student.  The final grade earned is awarded by the university supervisor. 
“Non-negotiable” Items
Items 4, 5, 9, 13, 14, 15 and 24 are “non-negotiable” for earning the letter grade “A”.  Less than target performance in these areas will mean that the student teacher is unable to earn a letter grade A for the student teaching experience.
